5. Do not cover or block any openings on this
appliance.

6. Do not store or use this appliance outdoors.

Do not use this product near water—for example,

7. Use this appliance only for its intended use as
described in this manual. Do not use corrosive
chemicals or vapors in this appliance. This type of
oven is specifically designed to heat, or cook food.
ltis not designed for industrial or laboratory use.

8. When cleaning surfaces of door and oven that
come together on closing the door, use only mild,
non-abrasive soaps or detergents applied with a
sponge or soft cloth.

9. As with any appliance, ciose supervision is
necessary when used by children.

10. Do not operate this appliance if it has a damaged
cord or plug, if it is not working properly, or if it has
been damaged or dropped.

11. Do notimmerse cord or plug in water.

12. Keep cord away from heated surfaces.

13. Do not let cord hang over edge of table or counter.

14. This appliance should be serviced only by
qualified service personnel. Contact the nearest
authorized service facility for examination, repair
or adjustment.

15. Some products such as whole eggs and sealed
containers—for example, closed glass jars—may
explode and should not be heated in this oven.

16. To reduce the risk of fire in the oven cavity:

(a) Do not overcook food. Carefully attend
appliance if paper, plastic, or other
combustible materials are placed inside the
oven to facilitate cooking.

(b) Remove wire twist-ties from paper or plastic
bags before placing bag in oven.

{c) If materials inside the oven should ignite, keep
oven door closed, turn oven off, and
disconnect the power cord, or shut off power at
the fuse or circuit breaker panel.

(d) Do not use the cavity for storage purposes. Do
not leave paper products, cooking utensils, or
food in the cavity when not in use.

Do NOT tamper with or make any adjustments or
repairs to door, control panel housing, safety
interlock switches or any other part of the oven.
Do NOT remove outer panel from oven. Repairs
should only be done by a qualified serviceperson.

. Do NOT operate the oven empty on combination

or microwave. The microwave energy will reflect
continuously throughout the oven if no food or
water is present to absorb energy. This could
damage the oven and result in the danger of a fire.
Before using the BAKE, COMBINATION or BROIL
functions for the first time, operate the oven
without food on BAKE for 20 minutes at 450°F,
This will allow the oil that is used for rust protection
to be burned off.

. Do NOT use this oven to heat chemicals or other

non-food products. Do NOT clean this oven with
any product that is labeled as containing corrosive
chemicals. The heating of corrosive chemicals
in this oven may cause microwave radiation
leaks.

If a fire occurs in the oven, touch the STOP/
RESET Pad and LEAVE DOOR CLOSED.
Disconnect the power cord, or shut off power at
the fuse or circuit breaker panel.

. Do NOT dry clothes, newspapers or other

materials in oven. They may catch on fire.

Do NOT use recycled paper products, as they may
contain impurities which may cause sparks and/or
fires when used.

Do NOT use newspapers or paper bags for
cooking.

. Do NOT hit or strike control panel. Damage to

controls may occur.

POT HOLDERS may be needed when cooking.
Heat is transferred from the hot food to the cooking
container and from the cooking container to the
Glass Tray. Glass Tray can be very hot after
removing cooking container from oven.

Do NOT store flammable materials next to, on top
of, behind or in the oven. It could be a fire hazard.
Door will get hot during BAKE, COMBINATION
and BROILING.

Examine Your Oven

Unpack oven, remove all packing material, and
examine the oven for any damage such as dents,
broken door latches or cracks in the door. Notify dealer
immediately if oven is damaged. Do NOT install if oven
is damaged.

Installation for NN-8501V

1. This oven is designed for installation into a wall
cabinet by using the proper trim kit (NN-TK800)
available from a local Panasonic dealer. Follow all
installation instructions packed with kit.

2. This oven must be installed so that no part is
located less than 5 feet (1.52 m) above floor level.

3. Do NOT place oven near a hot damp surface such
as a gas or electric range.

4. This oven was manufactured for household use
only.

Placement of Oven (NN-8500/8550)

1. Oven must be placed on a flat, stable surface. For
proper operation, the oven must have sufficient air
flow. Allow 3 inches of space on both sides of the
oven and 1 inch of space on top of oven.

a. Do NOT block air vents.
If they are blocked during operation, the oven
may overheat. If the oven overheats, a thermal
safety device will turn the oven off. The oven will
remain inoperable until it has cooled.

b. Do NOT place oven near a hot damp surface
such as a gas or electric range.

c. Do NOT operate oven when room humidity is too
high.

2. This oven was manufactured for household use
only.

3. This oven may be built into a wall cabinet, if desired,
by using the proper trim kit, which may be
purchased from a local Panasonic dealer.

ermg Requirements
. The oven must be plugged into at least a 15 AMP
120 VOLT, 60 Hz GROUNDED OUTLET.
Where a standard two-prong outlet is encountered,
itis the personal responsibility and obligation of the
consumer to have it replaced with a properly
grounded three-prong outlet.

2. ATEMPORARY CONNECTION with a two-prong
adaptor may be made where LOCAL CODES
PERMIT it. Unless the cover screw is grounded
through the house wiring, attaching the adaptor
grounding plate to the cover screw will not ground
the oven. If there is any doubt that the cover screw
is grounded, have it checked by an electrician.

3. The oven must be on a SEPARATE CIRCUIT. No
other appliance should share the circuit witl: the
microwave oven. If it does, the branch circuit iuse
may blow or the circuit breaker may trip, or the food
may cook slower than times recommended in
cookbook.

4. The VOLTAGE used must be the same as specified
on this microwave oven (120 V),
Using a higher voltage is dangerous and may result
in a fire or other accident causing oven damage.
Using a lower voltage will cause slow cooking.
Panasonic is NOT responsible for damage resulting
from the use of the oven with other than specified
voltage.

Grounding Instructions

This appliance must be grounded. In the event of an
electrical short circuit, grounding reduces the risk of
electric shock by providing an escape wire for the
electric current. This appliance is equipped with a cord
having a grounding wire with a grounding plug. The
plug must be plugged into an outlet that is properly
installed and grounded.

WARNING--—Improper use of the grounding plug can
result in a risk of electric shock.

Consult a qualified electrician or service person if the
grounding instructions are not completely understood,
or if doubt exists as to whether the appliance is
properly grounded.

If itis necessary to use an extension cord, use only a
three wire extension cord that has a three blade
grounding plug, and a three slot receptacle that will
accept the plug on the appliance. The marked rating of
the extension cord should be equal to or greater than
the electrical rating of the appliance.

Power Supply
. A short power-supply cord is provided to reduce the
risks resulting from becoming entangled in or
tripping over a longer cord.

2. Longer cord sets or extension cords are available
and may be used if care is exercised in their use.

3. Ifafong cord or extension cord is used, (1) the
marked electrical rating of the cord set or extension
cord should be at least as great as the electrical
rating of the appliance, (2) the extension cord must
be a grounding-type 3-wire cord, and (3) the longer
cord should be arranged so that it will not drape
over the countertop or tabletop where it can be
pulled on by children or tripped over accidentaily.

Radio Interference
1. Operation of the microwave oven may cause
interference to your radio, TV or similar equipment.
2. When there is interference, it may be reduced or
eliminated by taking the following measures:
a. Clean door and sealing surfaces of the oven.
(See Care of Your Microwave/Convection Oven
found on page 15.)
b. Place the radio, TV, etc. away from the
microwave oven as far as possible.
¢. Use a properly installed antenna to obtain
stronger signal reception.



canning or the heating of any closed jar. Pressure
will build up and the jar may explode. In addition,
the combination oven cannot maintain the food at
the proper canning temperature. Improperly
canned food may spoil and be dangerous to
consume.

. Cooking utensils get hot during Baking,
Combination, Broiling and Microwaving. Use
potholders when removing utensils and glass tray
from the oven or when removing lids or plastic
wrap covers from cooking utensils to avoid burns.
. The glass tray will get hot during cooking. It should
be aliowed to cool before handling or before paper
products, such as paper plates, napkins or
microwave popcorn bags, are placed in the oven
for microwave cooking.

. During cooking heat is transferred from the hot
food to the cooking utensil and from the utensil to
the glass tray. The glass tray can be very hot after
removing cooking utensils from oven.

. The oven door and the interior walls will get hot
during Combination, Bake and Broiling.

. Small quantities of food or foods with low moisture
content can dry out, burn or catch on fire. If a fire
occurs, turn oven off and leave oven door closed.
Disconnect the power cord or shut off power at the
fuse or circuit breaker panel.

. Popcorn must be popped in a microwave oven
corn popper. Microwave corn poppers are
available through many retail stores. Microwave
popcorn which pops in its own package is also
available. Each brand of microwave popcorn
recommends that their popcorn be used in
microwave ovens listed at a specific wattage. For
example: “Use in a microwave oven 600 watts or
greater”, or “Tested in microwaves of 450 to
1000 watts”. Follow popcorn manufacturers’
directions and use a brand suitable for the
specified wattage of your oven. See power select
settings on page 8. To avoid overheating,
recommended popping time is 3 minutes (for
3.5 oz. of popcorn).

. Do not attempt to deep fat fry in your microwave
oven. Qil can be heated beyond ideal
temperatures very quickly in a microwave oven.
Temperatures can climb high enough for the
cooking oils to reach their respective flash points
and burst into flames. The heated oil may bubble
and spatter causing possible damage to the oven
and perhaps resulting in burns. Additionally,
microwave safe utensils may not be able to
withstand the temperature of the hot oil, and could
result in the utensil shattering if it contains even a
slight imperfection, scratch or chip.

. Do not heat eggs in their shell in a microwave
oven. Pressure will build up and the eggs will
explode.

Follow These Safety Precautions When Cooking In Your Microwave/Convection Oven
1. Do not use your combination oven for home

Potatoes, apples, egg yolks, whole squash and
sausages are examples of foods with nonporous
skins. These types of foods must be pierced
before Microwave or Combination cooking to
prevent bursting.

Use fresh potatoes for baking and cook until just
done. The potatoes will still feel firm to the touch,
but are easily pierced with a fork. Overcooking
causes dehydration and may cause a fire.
Heated liquids can erupt if not mixed with air. Do
not heat liquids in your microwave oven without
first stirring.

. Heatonly 1 frozen dinner or entree by microwave

in your oven at a time. If dinner or entree is heated
in a foil tray, place foil tray on microwave-safe rack
in center of oven. Leave at least 1-inch space
between foil tray and oven walls to avoid arcing.
Drying meats, herbs, fruits, vegetables is not
recommended.

Do not use a conventional meat thermometer for
Microwave or Combination cooking. Arcing may
occur. Do not use a Microwave meat thermometer
for Combination cooking or Bake. It may meit.

Do not use paper towels or cloths which contain a
synthetic fiber woven into them. The synthetic fiber
may cause the towel to ignite.

Do not use paper bags or recycled paper products
in the microwave oven.

Do not use the oven for any reason other than the
preparation of food.

Do not leave oven unattended while in use.

for microwave cooking only. Preheating times vary
depending on the size of the browning dish and
food being cooked. Always follow instructions
provided by the browning dish or grill
manufacturer. Do not preheat browning dish more
than 8 minutes.

If an oven cooking bag is used for Microwave
cooking, prepare according to package directions.
Do not use wire twist—tie to close bag. instead use
nylon tie, a piece of cotton string or a strip cut from
the open end of the bag. Make six /z-inch slits by
closure. Place oven cooking bag in a dish slightly
larger than the food being cooked.

When using foil, skewers, warming rack or utensils
made of metal in the oven for Microwave or
Combination cooking, allow at least 1-inch of
space between metal material and interior oven
walls. If arcing (sparking) occurs remove metal
material (skewers, etc.) and/or transfer to a non-
metallic container.

Dishes with metallic trim should not be used during
Microwave or Combination cooking, arcing may
occur.

Your oven is equipped with a protective device
designed to turn the unit off in the event of
overheating. The oven will automatically reset
itself after it has cooled. (approx. 30~60 min.)
Simply reset the clock.

When a pad is pressed correctly, a beep will be heard.
If a pad is pressed and no beep is heard, the unit has
not or cannot accept the instruction. The oven will beep
twice between programmed stages. At the end of any
complete program, the oven will beep 5 times. At the
end of preheat, the oven will beep 3 times.

TIME Pads:

2. Keepthe inside of the oven clean. Clean oven walls

and door surface after each use with a damp sudsy
cloth; rinse with a well wrung-out cloth and wipe dry.
. The interior of the oven is stainless steel.

To prevent baked-on soil, clean food spatters or
spilled liquids as they occur. For hard to remove
soil, use a mild detergent, a nonabrasive cleanser
or spray with an all purpose cleaner and wipe dry.
